4.1 CURRENT SOCIO - ECONOMIC PROBLEMS
UNEMPLOYMENT RATE IN INDIA AT 6.1% IN 2017-18               

	 According to a survey conducted by National Sample 
Survey Office (NSSO) between July 2017 and June 2018 
covering 4.3 lakh people revealed that the unemployment 
rate was about 6.1% in 2017-18, highest in 45 year since 
1972-73.

Unemployment was hh higher in urban areas as compared 
to rural.
Unemployment rate in hh rural areas was about 5.3% while in urban areas it 
was about 7.8%.
6.2% males and 5.7% femaleshh  are jobless in India.
The unemployment rate is highest among hh urban females at 10.8% 
followed by urban males at 7.1% rural males at 5.8% and rural females 
at 3.8%

Sri Lanka launched its first satellite ‘Ravana-1’ into orbit                 

	 Sri Lanka successfully launched its first satellite ‘Ravana-1’ into 
orbit from the International Space Station (ISS) along with two other  
BIRDS - 3 satellites from Japan and Nepal. It was deployed to the 400-km of 
orbit at an inclination of 51.6 degrees using the JAXA (Japanese Aerospace 
and Exploration Agency) owned Kibo experiment module.

Key points : The satellite was designed and developed by 2 Sri Lankan 
engineers – Tharindu Dayaratne and Dulani Chamika who are studying 
space engineering at Japan’s Kyushu Institute of Technology.

Ravana 1 measures 11.3 cm x 10 cm x 10 cm and weighs around 1.05 kg. hh
It was officially handed over to the Japan Aerospace Exploration Agency on 
February 18, 2019 and was sent to the ISS on April 17, 2019  through the 
assistance of Cygnus-1 spacecraft from the US.
The satellite is expected to fulfil five missions. It will have a minimum hh
lifespan of one-and-a-half years but is expected to be active up to 5 years.

	 Indian Space Research Organisation (ISRO) has inaugurated its new 
commercial arm ‘NewSpace India Limited’ (NSIL) in Bengaluru, Karnataka. 
The objective of new commercial arm is to scale up industry participation in 
Indian space programmes, NSIL was inaugurated by Dr.K.Kasturirangan, 
ISRO’s advisor, in the presence of ISRO’s chairman Dr.K.Sivan.

for 2024 moon mission 
‘artemis’            

	 NASA unveiled schedule for 
2024 Moon mission ‘Artemis’, 
The Mission is named ‘Artemis’ 
after the Greek mythological 
goddess of the Moon and twin 
sister to Apollo.

This Mission has committed hh
to take a female astronaut 
to the surface of the moon 
for the first time.
There will be 3 Schedules hh
for the launch. Artemis 1 is 
planned for 2020. Artemis 
2 will orbit Earth’s statellite 
with a crew around 2022 
and Artemis 3 will land the 
astronauts including the 
first woman in 2024.
The three will be launched hh
into space by the Boeing-
led Space Launch System 
(SLS), the biggest rocket of 
all time, which is currently 
under development.
Along with these missions, hh
there will be 5 launches 
carrying the building blocks 
of the lunar mini-station 
“Gateway”. These will be 
carried out between 2022 
and 2024 by private space 
companies.
NASA has chosen Maxar, a hh
private firm to build the first 
module of the station.

NASA to shut down Spitzer Space 
Telescope after 16 years in 2020                

	 The National Aeronautics and Space 
Administration‘s (NASA) Spitzer Space 
Telescope will be shut down on January 30, 
2020 after 16 years of exploring the cosmos 
in infrared light. This was announced by 
the Jet Propulsion Laboratory (JPL).

It was launched in January 1983 hh
as Infrared Astronomical Satellite to 
conduct the first infrared survey of the 
sky. It was jointly developed by the 
United States, the Netherlands, and the 
United Kingdom.
Spitzer was originally built to last for a hh
minimum of 2.5 year and by 2020 it will 
operate for more than 11 years beyond 
its prime mission.
Spitzer is a small, transformational hh
observatory. It captures infrared light, 
which is emitted by ‘warm’ objects that 
are not quite hot enough to radiate visible 
light. In 2017, the telescope revealed the 
presence of seven rocky planets around 
the Transiting Planets and Planetesimals 
Small Telescope (TRAPPIST) -1 star.
NASA’s James Webb Space Telescope hh
will be launched in 2021 after the expiry 
of Spitzer’s Mission.

submarine rescue system dsrv             

	 The Deep Submergence Rescue Vehicle (DSRV) based at Visakhapatnam, 
successfully conducted the live mating exercise. It involved the transfer of 
personnel from the bottomed submarine, INS Sindhudhvaj. It was inducted 
into the Navy by the former Chief of the Naval Staff, Admiral Sunil Lanba in 
December.

The live mating exercise is a historic achievement towards DSRV integration hh
into the Indian Navy. It paved way for the Indian Navy to emerge as a 
Submarine Rescue Provider in the Indian Ocean Region (IOR).
The DSRV is equipped with sophisticated radar and a remotely operated hh
vehicle (ROV).
It is operated by a crew of three and can rescue 14 personnel from a disabled hh
submarine at one time.

The Ural will be given to Russia’s state-owned nuclear energy corporation hh
Rosatom in 2022 after the other 2 ice-breakers Arktika (Arctic) and Sibir 
(Siberia) enter into service. The Arktika was floated in 2016.
By 2035, Russia’s ARctic fleet will have minimum 13 heavy-duty icebreakers, hh
among them 9 will be powered by nuclear reactors.

Cooperation(BIMSTEC) is an international organisation of seven nations 
of South Asia and South East Asia, housing 1.5 billion people and having a 
combined gross domestic product of $2.5 trillion (2014).

Established: 6 June 1997 through the Bangkok Declaration.

Headquarters: Dhaka, Bangladesh.

Objectives: Technological and economical cooperation among south Asian and 
south East Asian countries along the coast of the Bay of Bengal.

The BIMSTEC member states:

Bangladesh, India, Myanmar, Sri Lanka, Thailand, Bhutan,and Nepal,are among 
the countries dependent on the Bay of Bengal.

BIST-EC:

On June 6, 1997, a new sub-regional grouping was formed in Bangkok under 
the name BIST-EC (Bangladesh,  India,  Sri Lanka, and  Thailand  Economic 
Cooperation).

On 22 December 1997,  Myanmar  became a full member, resulting in the 
renaming of the grouping to BIMST-EC. In 1998, Nepal became an observer. In 
February 2004, Nepal and Bhutan became full members.

On July 31, 2004, in the first Summit the grouping was renamed as BIMSTEC 
or the  Bay of Bengal  Initiative for Multi-Sectoral Technical and Economic 
Cooperation.
